Duties will include cleaning, washing, sweeping, vacuum cleaning, 
emptying of litter bins, polishing and dusting of the designated areas (which may include toilets and 
shower areas) and fixtures and fittings using, where appropriate, powered equipment. Duties may vary 
between term and closure periods.

• Ability to work both as a team member and unsupervised, using own initiative, where necessary.
